The Company dancers should consider our 7-week summer session an extension of their dance year. Company 
dancers dance all year.  
 

Our Summer session will run from June 22nd-August 5th (7-week program).  We do not ask the dancers to 
take a full class schedule for the summer; the requirements are below per team: 

 
SEE the Team they were on in- season 2025-2026 for requirement of which level to take NOT the level you are 

trying out for: 
 

If your dancer has only been in a company for one year, they will try out for that same level Company 
again.  If your dancer has been in the same level company for two years, they may try out for the next 

level up. NO EXCEPTIONS – unless they are formally invited to do so. 
 

Micro's – Elementary I OR II Ballet/Tap Combo- required (1 class per week) = 7 total classes 
 

Mini's- Advanced Elementary Ballet/tap/jazz - required (1 class per week)-= 7 total classes 
 

Juniors- Junior Ballet/Jazz/Tap- required (2 classes per week) = 14 total classes- (PURPLE CLASSES) 
 

Intermediates- Intermediate Ballet/Jazz- required (2 classes per week) = 7 total classes (BLUE CLASSES) 
 

Teens - Any 2 classes (2 classes per week)- options: ballet, tap, Jazz, hip-hop, or contemporary = 14 total 
classes (RED CLASSES) 

 
Seniors - Any 2 classes (2 classes per week)- options: ballet, tap, jazz, hip-hop, or contemporary= 14 total 

classes (RED CLASSES) 
 

**Private lessons will be offered but may not be used as your required summer obligations. 
 

We would encourage your dancer to take more than the requirement but understand summers can be difficult 
with schedules.  If your dancer is gone for any of the summer session weeks, they must double up on classes to 

get their required number of classes.  It is ok if they take different styles for classes that need to be missed.

ADA has a dance boutique at the studio for your convenience.  We offer leotards, tights, shorts, skirts, tap 

shoes, ballet slippers, jazz shoes, Lyrical/Contemporary shoes, and ADA logo gear! 

Creative dance, Elementary l/II & Advanced Elementary-(Ages 3-7):   
Any style black bodice leotard, pink tights, pink leather ballet slippers.  All Elementary classes will also need Caramel 
color tap shoes.  Elastic waist and wrap skirts of any color may be worn with or attached to black leotards.  All hair must 
be worn in a ponytail, bun, or pulled back away from face.  If hair is short, it must be secured off the face (headband or 
barrettes). 

Level Pearl, Ruby, and Beginner classes Ballet:   
Any style black leotard with no skirts attached, pink- or caramel-colored tights, and pink leather ballet 
slippers.  All hair must be in a bun, or if short, secured off the face. Skirts of any color may be worn.  Shorts 
may be worn be must be black. 

Levels Pearl, Ruby and Beginner Tap & Jazz:   
Any style black leotard with no skirts attached, pink- or caramel-colored tights, black shorts or black leggings 
may be worn.  Caramel color tap shoes are required for tap class.  Pink ballet slippers or black jazz shoes may 
be worn for jazz.  All hair must be in a bun, ponytail, or secured off the face. 

Levels Amber, Amethyst, Emerald, Sapphire, and Onyx Ballet & Modern:   
Any style black or solid colored leotard, pink tights, and pink leather or canvas ballet slippers may be worn for 
ballet class. Foot Undies, free forms, or barefoot for Modern class.  Skirts and/or black shorts may be worn for 
class upon teachers' discretion.  All hair must be in a bun, or if too short, secured off the face. 

Levels Amber, Amethyst, Emerald, Sapphire, and Onyx Jazz:   
Any style black or solid colored leotard, any color tights, and black/caramel color tie or slip on split sole jazz 
shoes must be worn.  Sports bra’s, tight tank tops, black shorts, black leggings are also accepted.  All hair must 
be in a bun, ponytail, or secured off the face.  No T-shirts or Sweatpants for Jazz Class. 

Levels Amber, Amethyst, Emerald, Sapphire, and Onyx Tap:   
Any style black or colored leotard, any color tights, and black/caramel color tie or slip on tap shoes must be 
worn.  Sports bra’s, tight tank tops, black shorts, black leggings are also accepted.  All hair must be in a bun, 
ponytail, or secured off the face.  No T-shirts or Sweatpants for Jazz Class. 

Hip-Hop (All levels):   
Stretch type fitted clothing, t-shirts, tank-tops, shorts, Capri pants, or jazz pants can be worn.  No clothes with 
snaps, buttons, or zippers.  Tennis shoes must be worn and used only in class (Not to be worn outside).  All 
hair must be secured off the face (no hair down). 

Modern/Contemporary/Lyrical:   
Any style black or colored leotard, any color footless or convertible tights, Foot Undies or free forms, dance 
socks or bare feet is permissible.  Sports bra’s, tight tank tops, black shorts, black leggings are also accepted.   
All hair must be in a bun, ponytail, or secured off the face. 
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All dance apparel is mandatory.  Dance apparel can be purchased at the studio in our dance boutique.  
Students may be asked not participate in classes if they do not have the correct apparel and proper dance 
shoes.
